Application Method

Spray : Shake can thoroughly for at least 30 seconds before used.
Hold container approximately 30 cm from object to be sprayed with opening in spray head
pointed towards object. Press level down with index finger, keeping can in motion from side to
side so that coating is deposited evenly.
It is advisable to finish the whole can once start to use, to avoid the block of dry paint in the valve
after use.

Recommended Coating System

Top Coat : Pylox Lacquer : 2 Coats

Surface Preparation

Surfaces should be clean, dry and free from oil, grease and contaminants before painting. For previously painted surfaces,
remove all unstable paint film, loose chalk, dust and foreign matter. Substrate sanding is preferable especially on smooth
surface.

Cleaning

Clean up equipment with thinner immediately after use.
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Safety Precautions

e Keep out of reach children or away from food and drink.

e Ensure good Ventilation during application and drying.

e When applying paint, it is advisable to wear eye protection.

e In case of contact with eye, rinse with plenty of water immediately and seek medical advice.
